Possible Interventions:
	Read Aloud 

with Feedback
	1. Teacher models by reading passage, while student “rehearses” by following along silently

2. Student reads with corrective feedback

	Repeated Reading
	 Repeat reading passage until error-free

	Echo Reading
	Teacher reads, student reads what teacher read

	Choral Reading
	Choral reading is reading aloud in unison with a whole class or group of students. After hearing the teacher read and discuss a selection, students reread the text together.

	Partner Reading

(also a possible comprehension intervention)
	1. Student sits shoulder-to-shoulder with a partner.
2. Read one page at a time.

3. Read the entire page while partner monitors and assists as needed.

4. Partner asks a question to confirm comprehension.
